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B Abstract

This study attempts to clarify the mechanism of calculation of the eviction payment for leased buildings by
analyzing the reality of the eviction payment, focusing on the content and calculation method of the value of
building lease rights, for precedents under Article 28 of the Act on Land and Building Leases. The results of
this study show that while judgments on the calculation of eviction fees were made consistently in individual
precedents, theoretical discrepancies occurred in the precedents as a whole. In some precedents, the value of
building lease rights and tenant compensation, which are considered theoretically equivalent, were added
together, and the eviction fees were calculated by adding two equivalent items. In addition, this study
suggested the possibility that the coexistence and mixture of concepts that should be calculated as eviction fees,
including the value of building lease rights, may be one of the factors preventing the prompt resolution of

disputes.
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
